Class times Classes are two days long. On the first day of class, please arrive no later than 8.45 for a brief
orientation. Please check in at the registration desk outside of the classroom. Classes will begin
at 9.00am and will end no later than 5.00pm each day. Please sign in at the desk when you
arrive each day. There will be an hour break for lunch around 12.30pm each day and a few
short breaks throughout the day at times at the discretion of your instructor.
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Locating
Classrooms Entering lower Mathison Hall (First Floor)
1. Enter through the first-floor entrance of lower Mathison Hall (marked MTH). Clear
signage will be present to guide you.
2. Proceed straight, passing the Deloitte Student Room on your immediate left.
3. Take the first left turn.
4. Continue down the hall to the RMMA registration booth, located outside the RMMA
session classrooms.
Additional signage will be placed along this path to assist in guiding participants.
Entering from Lot #32 or the Mathison Hall Traffic Circle (Second Floor)
1. Proceed to the Mathison Hall (MTH) / Scurfield Hall (SH) entryway. This will allow you to
enter on the second floor. The doors will be marked accordingly.
2. Upon entering, take a right and proceed through the scaffolding tunnel.
3. After exiting the tunnel, take the first immediate left and walk to the end of the hall,
then take a left.
4. In this hallway, there are two elevators. One is located before the 24/7 Mathison Snack
Shop, and the other is further down the hall, past the washrooms but before the
stairwell.

o If taking the nearest elevator, descend to the first floor, take an immediate
right upon exiting, and continue down the hall to the registration tables outside
the RMMA session classrooms.

o If taking the farther elevator, descend to the first floor, take an immediate left
upon exiting, and proceed to the registration table outside the RMMA session
classrooms.

Additional signage will be placed along this path to assist in guiding participants.
Getting to The University of Calgary is in the Northwest quadrant of Calgary at the intersection of 24™
campus and avenue NW and Crowchild Trail. The university address is 2500 University Drive NW, but this is
classrooms not the physical location of the business school on campus. The Haskayne School of Business is

in Scurfield and Mathison Halls at the intersection of Campus Gate NW and Campus Drive NW
in the southeast corner of campus.

If you are driving to campus, pay parking is available for $9 per day in Lot 32, across from Scurfield
Hall/Mathison Hall.

If you are staying in Kensington or downtown, Calgary’s light rail train (CTrain) stops at the
University station. The University station is on the red line. Take the train headed to Tuscany.
When arriving at the University station, turn left when leaving the station building to get to
campus, and it is only a brief walk to the Haskayne School of Business from the station. There is
a large campus map to guide you once you arrive on campus from the train station.
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If you are staying in the University District at the Alt Hotel or on campus, you can walk. The
Haskayne School of Business is about a 20-minute walk from the Alt hotel and just a few minutes
from on-campus housing at International House.

If you are staying in one of the hotels in the Banff Trail area, you can walk to campus or take the
CTrain from the Banff Trail station one stop northwest to the University station. It is about a 10-
to 15-minute walk. Walk across the foot bridge at the Holiday Inn to the stadium parking lot and
head north to along Crowchild Trail on the footpath to the intersection of 24 and Crowchild
Trail. Campus is across the street. Alternatively, cross the train tracks at the Banff Trail station,
turn left, and walk-up Capitol Hill Crescent NW to the intersection of 24" and Crowchild Trail. Use
the crosswalk at the intersection to campus.

breakfast, and breakfast available between 8.00am and 9.00am outside of the classrooms. Lunch can be

lunch purchased from a variety of food vendors in MacEwan hall on campus and a brief walk from the
Haskayne School of Business.

Banff trip Your tuition includes an optional day trip to Banff after session 2 on July 20. The bus leaves the

traffic circle at the main entrance to Mathison Hall in the morning at 9.00am and drops you off
in Banff about 90 minutes later. You will have the late morning and all afternoon to explore the
Banff area on your own. The return trip leaves Banff at 4.30pm and will return you to the
University of Calgary by approximately 6.00pm. You must sign a waiver to get on the bus. It is
your responsibility to be on time. We recommend arriving at least 10 minutes before the
scheduled departure. You assume all responsibility for any losses or expenses if you miss the
return bus and must find your own way back from Banff. If you would like to take a travel
companion with you to Banff, the price per person is $10. This must be arranged 48 hours in
advance of the trip and is on a space-available basis only.
